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ABSTRACT

India has a very rich heritage of indigenous health care and treatment systems that have been used for animals
since generations. These indigenous practices percolate from generation to generation by word of mouth and is considered
to be a holistic approach of livestock management adopted by traditional farmers which are at risk of extinction.
