Resultealed that aspect of
home environment responsivity, encouragement ofuntgt learning material and opportunities, enrignh were
significantly associated with adaptive behavioumdional climate, learning material and opportwsfi Family
integration, family companionship, physical enviment, and composite home environment were nonfgigntly

associated with adaptive behaviour.

Maternal attitudes that encourage child’s indepandeand reciprocal parent-child interaction poslgvinfluence the
child’s intellectual performance. Home environmenbvided by the parents, parental behaviour, th@raction with
child and related factors tend to influence thenitige development and socialization of childreomuph the degree of
influence may vary (Yeatst al., 1983). Carneiro and Heckman (2003) found thastsuttial evidence demonstrates that
children’s skills are influenced by family charatséics, such as parental education and incomeyedisas other factors

that are part of the family environment.

Family companionship also determines the measus@wfig person’s developing attitudes toward hona family life.
Forsstrom-Cohen and Rosenboum (2005) describeoti@tbof the most important influences upon the a&taet is the
emotional climate of the family. Goldstein (2002 found that physical environment of home was drtgmt
contributing factor for the development of socialdacommunicative skills in preschool children. Bbeth (2003)
concluded that household income was positivelytedlato the level of learning stimulation in childi® home
environment, which is responsible for social mayutevel of children. Terrisse et al. (1998) repdrtthat preschool

children who had stimulating environment receivaghlr scores on the social development domains.

The best adjusted children are those who grow pphdomes where adolescents and parents spendialbkes
time together Noller and Victor (2009) think thaetenvironment of a family is affected by how hapips parents are with
their relationship. A close, satisfying relationsiietween parents is generally reflected in a wanch supportive family
