Talamai's family along with numerous other indivatkiof their town are sitting tight for the prepatehe railroad station,
when Talamai is pulled in to "A Fair Jawan" of Rally Protection Force. A policeman who is waving akd?a at

Talamai, and Talamai wrangles inside her on thecbéince that she ought to tail him or met and iskbshe does. The
police jawan offers her bread pakoras consequaritisome work", Talamai is extremely aware of thierk. Ladies

pitching their bodies to truck driver’s policememdanumerous other special men was nothing bizarhet. All ladies did

as such for cash and nourishment, she too havédagblf down on a rude platter a few times befig along these lines

Indeed, dwerChristian ministers who guarantee individualsrishment, great
wellbeing and instruction turn out to be con astisecently attempting to build number of indivituaf their religion is
their objective. Santhals guaranteed with evergliiave turned Christians like numerous other daliasi/minor groups
yet to end up in the same or more awful state. Bacheverybody who gets a possibility is attemptagreath out of this
interlacing economy, legislative issues and soclain of importance yet comes up short. Wherevey thnotivate
opportunity to acquire cash by snare or hoodluntt&ds have took yet just to get bread for a dathereabouts, nothing
is helping them raise their status from ground eétdution and useless presence. Talamai's actviov a photo of a
general public where everybody knows about the@#lig and profane exercises yet the higher oneakirgy joy of it and
lower ones too have their family's stomachs totboland the rest couldn't care less as it doesntern them. Dislike
everybody ought to wind up noticeably a social &t but rather ought to at least attempt to geathe discernment

towards individuals who are poorer and lower ténusur general public.

The last story "The Adivasi will not Dance", is thest and is critical in filling Hansda's need aficing the
minimized. This story is about, Mangal Murmu, a thahperformer, artist and arranger once additigrex-rancher. Ex
in light of the fact that govt. took his property utilize it for “development”, what sort of develment we can't state, as it
leaves individuals like Murmu unemployed and baffldangal is lead of tribal dancing troop. The daig image of
social legacy of Jharkhand however besides the wanship that Santhals have. Mangal discusses dags this dance
and his independent music creations were populhmare an awesome wellspring of salary for theviiddials from the
troop. Yet, when their dance was not all that vdltre troop resigned to various occupations asyeday breadwinners or
workers to meet the money related necessities. dikiersion which they gave to others by their unekable
craftsmanship was an excitement to them as wek ddnce, to Mangal Murmu and his different compasiiavas an

euphoric action to take an interest, and sustaiim thibal culture with properly pride and regard.

The sixty year old Mangal Murmu, is the storytelddrthis story. Murmu used to cultivate. Be thattaway, as
now, he doesn't claim any land, as his propertyoisin his own ownership. The coal mining organat or other such
common asset plant is set up in the majority ofsingts and thusly poor agriculturists like Murmre keft powerless. The
tribes in India endure a ton of suppression, theyehbeen disregarded since ages and who knowstfr®meginning as
the ignored individuals may have framed tribes. 8itving truly debilitating strikes our brains wheme wxperience that
these poor souls are abused and are uprooted freimawn particular properties just for the sakengprovement. This
story, by Hansada, is introduced from the perspeatif a tribal-Santhal old man, who experiencertd@ghbor Santhal
villages being crushed for a thermal power planhat\has been their home from ages is taken awbhgdns guarantees
of improvement and urbanization. The homes, farddaplaygrounds, everything being taken away ootyah egotistical
businessperson, who needs power for his iron aeel stdustrial facility. Murmu doesn't take aftévetreason, as how
might one advance in the wake of being left detiand jobless. What the media and all the degenaggents, legislator,

'dikus', guarantee Santhals advance, on beinglegdebm their own country.

Jharkhand, a state rich of natural resources, hpla@ as much with Santhals with regards to theeige
population who call themselves the harbingers ohadement there, or more. As Santhals are localidglace and have
lived for a long time at this place. Santhals amétended to much by anyone not by the politicahpers or the upper
standing Hindus who would prefer even not to lilese them. The upper caste Hindus need them t@ ‘&ating cow-
meat" and their other every day propensities arsichly leave their personalities. As Murmu say® "are losing... our

identities, and our roots. We are becoming peapla fnowhere".

Murmu's sufferings and wretchedness like each dilagmthal, makes him legitimize all sort of Santleal8vities
as, he says "they are stealing our coal... theyt e@ant to snatch away from us our right to re-stea The "Koyla road"
where Santhal individuals go to take the coal, wheumerous ladies pitch their bodies to survive dapeetite and
destitution, symbolizes weakness of these vulneraiial, as individuals are taking whatever thap érom them. Not a
voice is raised as "there are no shouters, no galveoice among us Santhals." Mangal Murmu's pgefrashow the
occasions of defenselessness and misery to whicth&@a are driven by outsiders as he winds up eahily nostalgic

"Yet, there used to be so much hope." Murmu sags itidividuals, who are rich and non-Santhals, ©nise over
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"Kolkata, Bihar, Jharkhand" call the tribal danbeit dance, however how might it be so when theytdoave a clue
about the dance at all and don't perform it. Tlssudbance and apparently silly conduct of Murnsupn account of the
Santhals lost their genealogical homes and growardsiidden to destitution and yearning, endureadias in solitude yet
nobody comes to spare them so by what means cae iheividuals take the pride of these dance antigto after all the
chances entertain at whatever point and wherewgiired. The "Adivasi culture' and 'Adivasi dandelttMurmu and his
colleagues perform are consecrated to him andaatiials "But hunger and poverty has driven us llordeat is sacred to
us." He says that "Diku are quick to call Jharkhtrer own. But when it comes to displaying Jharidiaulture the onus

of singing and dancing is upon the adivasi alone."

The old womathie story '‘BasoJhi' the is abrogated and errastgaenounced as a
witch does not appear to be legitimized but rathermain help here should be possible by Santdaliduals themselves.
Like this imaginary occasion, in June 2016, a dildies and her little girl declined to give comsiim for their
MNAREGA compensation in Bihar and later were acduse witches. It isn't that time has not touchedrthbut rather the

assets being truly immaterial lion's share of tlegmure the destiny.

Every last one who is special or has got some pewgloits the vulnerability of individuals sub-pdihis attitude
ought to change, or else we would see more indalgin naxalite bunch conflicting with the countapd hurting the
entire nation.
