The Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (SSA) accorded spegjalfgiance and weight age for the provision ofasfructure
facilities to schools. School buildings, additiommdéssrooms, maintenance and repairs of schooflibgd are included
herein. 8 facilities are recognized as Basic Raslifor schools comprising of Common Toilets, &ifoilets, Electricity,
Play Ground, Ramps, Library, Compound and Drinkiveger. A review of progress of schooling in thehtigf provision
of infrastructure facilities to schools revealstttigere has been notable improvements in enrolnwéraildren, enrolment
ratios, retention rates, student — classroom rati@cher-pupil ratios, transition rates and gemaeity in enrolments. An

update on provision of infrastructure facilitiestle State is provided in this section.
School Buildings

44,672 out of a total of 60,036 elementary schaolthe State belong to the Department of Educat@32
percent of schools of the Department possess /tbevbuildings. Rent need not be paid to 0.82 pereeschools owned
by the Department. Another 0.69 percent of schadsrun in rented and private buildings. 0.01 patroé schools are run

without any building facility.

The Department of Education runs 4442 high sch@8s(0.52%) schools in this set do not have a mglaf
their own. 3874 (87.21%) of schools possess thiglingi while 16 (0.36%) percent of high schools are in private and
rented buildings. 458 (10.31%) percent of school®ot need to pay rent for the buildings in whibbyt are functioning.

Classrooms

There are 2, 03,950 classrooms in 44,672 elemestigols of the Department of Education 71.42 pdroé
classrooms are in good condition. 11.59 percemiassrooms need minor repairs, while 16.99 perckntassrooms are
waiting for major repairs. It is to be noted thhe tposition regarding to classrooms which are indgoondition has
marginally improved from 69.73 percent in 2011-1#l ahat require minor repairs has decreased fro®618ercent in
2011-12. However the percentage of classrooms wtegnire major repairs has increased from 11.4teuérduring
2011-12 to 16.99 percent during 2012-13.
